KITCHEN PROGRAM RECIPE

Mini Cheesecakes

Ingredients

100g plain biscuits, crushed y e

50g butter, melted N
200g cream cheese Sant®
2 tbsp. sour cream

2 eggs

1/2 cup sugar

1/2 tsp vanilla essence

Method

1. Crush biscuits until they become fine crumbs. Pour in melted butter and mix to
combine.

2. Distribute mixture evenly between 12 cupcake cases and put in fridge to set until
the filling is ready.

3. Prepare the filling by beating the cream cheese and sour cream with an electric
beater. Whisk in the sugar, eggs, and vanilla until smooth.

4. Remove the cupcake tray from the fridge and top each biscuit base with the
filling. Bake in a moderate oven for 20-30 minutes until the filling is set. Cool on a
rack and then serve.
