Ingredients 
1kg Carrots, cut into 2cm chunks 
1 onion, peeled and sliced 
200ml coconut cream 
1cm pieces of turmeric 
500ml vegetable stock 
 

Method 
Step 1: Place the carrot and onion into a hot pot and cook for  a minute or  two. 
 
Step 2: Add the remaining ingredients, br ing to the boil and then reduce to a simmer  for  20 
minutes or until the carrot is tender. Remove the turmeric before blitzing with a hand blender.

Hanami Dango 

Ingredients 

100g soft tofu 

¾ cup of glutinous rice flour 

¼ cup of white sugar 

¼ tsp pink food colouring 

¼ tsp green food colouring 

5-6 bamboo skewers 

     Method 

Step 1: Weigh the r ice flour, tofu and sugar, then add into a large 
bowl.  Mix well using your hands, using a kneading motion until a dough 
forms.  

Step 2: Divide the dough into three equal par ts. Add the pink food  
colour into one portion of the dough and knead until it forms a uniform 
pink   colour.  

Step 3: Stir  in the green food colour into another por tion of dough and 
knead well until it turns green.  

Step4: Divide each ball of dough into 5-6 balls. Bring a pot of water to 
boil and add the balls. Leave to cook and remove when they rise to the top 
of the water, scooping them out using a strainer and put into ice cold water 
to stop them cooking further. Add one green ball onto a skewer, follow 
with a white, then a pink ball until all the balls are used.

11/11/19 

Hello Parents, Carers and local community, 
 
On the 11/11/19 we had another School Council meeting, Discussions were held on numerous topics. 
Please find a summary below: 
 

 Working Bee : Discussed the great turn out for  the working bee. Jobs completed were:   
Veggie garden and orchard/chicken area weeded and new straw added, Appx 12 meters of mulch 
was spread across the school gardens. Bee boxes were installed in the orchard area to help native 
bees pollinate our fruit trees, and the path to lower toilet area was made safer by adding an extra 
concrete path and toppings. 

 Fundraising Money Allocation : We have approved a new set of classroom laptops to be 
purchased from the fundraising money that everyone has donated through our various events 
throughout the year. A modern, touch screen laptop will be investigated for a more user friendly 
experience for the children. 

 Trivia night : A few less people than in previous years but very successful none the less. 

 Assett replacement : Looking through budget to replace electronic white boards with       
interactive TVs for some classrooms. 

 Solar Panels : Approved solar  panel clean and maintenance check. 

 150th : Discussed the 150th  celebration committee meeting and the preparations. 

 Parent opinion survey :  25%  response which showed a continual improvement over  last 3 
years. Shows principal, leadership teams and school council are continuously improving and 
moving forward. We will survey parents around teacher communication to get more information. 

 Gallery : Looking into funding options to improve the gallery area to reduce birds and    
water leaks. 

 School swimming program : End of year  program was discussed and costings agreed to  
(this will be sent out to parents shortly).
